CG is very pleased to announce that it has worked with City of York Council
on a new funding opportunity for care homes.

£40,000 is being made available to independent care homes within the

City of York in the form of a grant which can be applied for. The three
agreed areas where it is believed that the grant will make a difference to
quality are dignity , dementia care and nutrition

Bids will need to demonstrate how they will improve quality of practice in the
areas of dignity, dementia care and/or nutrition, and hence improve outcomes
for customers in care homes in York. Projects will need to demonstrate
innovation and that they are beyond core contractual requirements that are
already expected. The scope for proposals is intentionally wide so that we can
encourage a flexible range of ideas, for example:

. User led dignity initiatives/group work There will be a limit of
« Life story work £5,000 per grant application.

. Specialist training (and projects to
translate learning into practice within the home)
. Specific activities, equipment or events to promote engagement and com-
munication with people who have dementia

Individual bids can focus on just one, or all, of the three priority areas, but
across the range of all successful applications chosen we will select a variety of
projects that cover the three areas.

Organisations can submit more than one application if they have a
number of ideas. If however, you can demonstrate how your project
would benefit more than one organisation/group of customers (or if
your proposal is on behalf of a consortium of providers for instance),
bids for more than £5,000 may be considered.

Successful bidders will be expected to demonstrate how they intend to evaluate
the impact of their project and the outcomes for customers. They must also be
willing to share this evaluation and the learning from their project.

Applications must be received by Monday 23rd August 2010
